I. Introduction:

An efficient banking structure can promote greater amount of investment which can
help to achieve a faster growth rate of economy. World wide experience confirms that
countries with well developed and market oriented banking system grows faster and more
consistently than those with weaker and strictly regulated systems.

Banking system in many of underdeveloped countries arestrictly regulated. They have
been plaguedby poor performance,low profitability and in many cases even insolvency. Such
problems have necessitated moves towards the development of more efficient and well
functioning banking system. The Indian banking system has been no exception in these
aspects.

11. Need of Reforms in Banking Sector:

In India most of commercial banks have been nationalized in 1969. These banks have
acquired a place of prominence in banking structure over the years. These banks have made
a significant progress in expanding geographical coverage by opening a large no of branches
especially in rural, semi urban areas, mobilizing savings, and providing funds for investments
withspecial emphasis on the priority sectors of the economy. Such progress has been achieved
within a highly regulated environment. The interest rates credit allocation and being con-
trolled by the country central bank and Reserve Bank of India. However the economic and
qualitative performance of public sector banks left much to be desired. By 1991 a number of

these plugged with poor profitability. Most of them were undercapitalized with a high propor-
tion of non-performing assets. The quality of customer service was unsatisfactory. The
public sector bank significantly lagged behind international standards in terms of introducing
computer technology. The poor financial conditions of banks make it necessary to provide
large subsidies using the tax payer’s money and raised interest rates on commercial loans to
cover a part of these costs. These have corresponding adverse affect on the investment
climate of the country. These all conditons of Indian Banking System necessitated the pro-
gram to reform of banking system.
IIL. Objectives:
1.To understand the Narsimhan Committee Recommendations of Banking Sector Reforms.
2. To see the Government measures towards the Banking Sector Reforms.

IV. Committees are Reforms in the Banking Sector:

It was in response to the growing ineffiencies of the banking system that the govern-
ment of India set up two committees.
1. Narsimhan Committee on Financial system in 1991.
2. Narsimhan Committee on Banking Sector Reforms in 1998.

The chairman of both committees was the same person Mr. Narsimha, Deputy
Chairman,RBI. The main recommendations of these committees may be as follows:
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Transferring of direct lending function of IDBI to a separate institution while retaining to
IDBLapex relinancing role.

The Rexerve bank should be set up a new agency to supervise financial institution such
as merchant banks, mutual funds, leasing companies, venture capital companies and
factor companies.

Capital Market isliberalized.

An appropriate legal structure is organized to operate mutual funds on the basis of
experience on the basis of other countries.

In short the recommendations byNarsimhan Committee would have for reaching impli-
cations on the working of banking and finance system in the years to come.

To make banking sector stronger the government appointed committee on banking sec-
tor under the chairman ship of Narsimhan. It submitted report in April 1998. The com-
mittee placed greater importance on structural measure and improvement in standards
of disclosure and levels of transparency. Following are the recommendations by Narsimhan
Committee.

Strengthening the Banking System: the following measures to be taken to strengthen
the banking system:

Capital Adequacy Requirements should be take in to consideration market risk in addi-
tion to credit risk.

Minimum Capital to Risk asset Ratio (CRAR) be increased from the existing 8% to
10%. There should be penal provisions for bank that do not maintain CRAR.

Public Sector Bank in position to access the capital market at home or abroad be en-
couraged.

Asset Quality: The following recommendations have been made to umprove the asset
quality.

The ratio of non- performing assets to total assets should be reduced.

For evaluating the quality of the assets port folio advancedcovered by the government
guarantee s which have turned sticky be treated as non-performing :issets; For banks
with a high NPA port folio, All loan assets in the doubt full and loss cateories should be
identified and their value determined. The assets could be transterred (o an Asset Re-
construction company, which would issue NPA scrap bounds. And the interest subsidy
element in credit for the private sector should be totally eliminated. Interest rates on
loans under 2 lakhs should be deregulated.

System and methods in Banks: The committee made following recommendations to
improve the system and methods in banks:

There should be an independent loan review mechanism especially for large borrowed
accounts and systems to identify potential NPAs.

Banks should have a system of recruiting skilled man power from the open market.

Public Sector banks should be given flexibility to determine managerial remuneration
levels taking in to account market account trend.

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INTERNET PROTOCOL VERSION 6 (IPV6)

1.Introduction

Internet Protocol version 6 (IPv6) Internet Protocol version 6 (IPv6) is the most recent
version of the Internet Protocol (IP), the communications protocol that provides an
identification and location system for computers on networks and routes traffic across
the Internet. IPv6 was developed by the Intermet Engineering Task Force (IETF) to deal
with the long-anticipated problem of IPv4 address exhaustion. IPv6 is intended to
replace IPv4.Every device on the Internet is assigned an IP address for identification and
location definition. With the rapid growth of the Internet after commercialization in the
1990s, it became evident that far more addresses than the TPv4 address space has available
were necessary to connect new devices in the future. By 1998, the internet engineering
taskforce(IETF) had formalized the successor protocol. IPv6 uses a 128-bit address,
theoretically allowing 2'?%, or approximately 3.4x 10° addresses. The actual number is slightly
smaller, as multiple ranges are reserved for special use or completely excluded from use.
The total number of possible IPv6 address is more than 7.9x10% times as many as [Pv4,
which uses 32-bit addresses and provides approximately 4.3 billion addresses. The two
protocols are not designed to be interoperable, complicating the transition to IPv6. However,
several IPV6 transition mechanisms have been devised to permit communication between
[Pv4.and IPv6 hosts.

[Pv6 provides other technical benefits in addition to a larger addressing space. In
particular, it permits hierarchical address allocation methods that facilitate route aggregation
across the Internet, and thus limit the expansion of routing tables. The use of multicast
addressing is expanded and simplified, and provides additional optimization for the delivery
of services. Device mobility, security, and configuration aspects have been considered in the
design of the protocol

IPv6 allows more users and devices to communicate on the Internet by using bigger
numbers to create IP addresses. Under IPv4, every IP address is 32 bits long, which allows
4.3 billion unique addresses. An example IPv4 address is: 172.16.254.1

The current version of the Internet protocol (IP) is becoming cbsolete because of its
limited address space, lack of needed functionality and inadequate security features. The
next generation of IP, calicd 16, Lias now been standardized and will carry TCP/IP networks
and applications well into the next century.
2.Features

The successor of IPv4 is not designed to be backward compatible. Trying to keep the
basic functionalities of IP addressing, IPv6 is redesigned entirely. It offers the following
features: ’
2.1 Larger Address Space

In contrast to IPv4, IPv6 uses 4 times more Dits to address a device on the Internet.
This much of extra bits can provide approximately 3.4x1033 different combinations of

. addresses. This address can accumulate the aggressive requirement of address allotment

For example, IPv6 reduces the need for
Network Address Translation, a service that allows multiple clients to share a single IP
address, but is not always reliable. IPv6 has been deployed in several service provider (SP)
core networks around the globe for a variety of reasons, such as long-term expansion plans
and service-offering strategies, preparing for new service types, gaining competitive
advantage, and so on. Recently, IPv6 is being actively deployed in service provider broadband
access networks. In this book we highlight primary challenges that service providers face
when deploying IPv6 in their broadband access networks. Therefore, after providing a brief
overview of IPv6 business case and deployment models in broadband access networks,
protocol basics, and provisioning.
