ABSTRACT:

The Chalukyas of Kalyana being inspired by the Badami Chalukys and by their immediate

oredecessor the Rastrakutas, built many hundreds of temples which enriched the Indian

architecture. TheJaintemples are popularly called Basadis.The Jain art and architecture of the Kalyana
Chalukyas is very significant in both quality and quantity which reflects the philosophical and religious

attitude as well as cultural aspiration of the period.

INTRODUCTION:

Some of the prominent architectural features of the KalyanaChalukya Busadis may be
identified as follows: The Kalyana Chalukya architecture is termed as Vesara Style of architecture. They
used chloritic schist to build basadis. Usually Jain basadis are not decorative. A typical Jain busadi can be
divided into different parts like garbhagriha, antarala, navaranga, mukhamantapaand manastambaat the
entrance which are free standing pillars. A chaturmukhajina or four Jain images facing four directions are
“oticeable in a small maniapa on the top of the semanastambas. The interior part of the hasadiincludes
joorframe, lintel, uttaranga, shakas, bhuvanesvari, pillars and kaksasana.The exterior part contains
adhistana, hhittiand shikara. The .shikaraover the gurhhugrihais either single storeyed or double
storeyed. We find double storyed shikara in Brahma jinalaya at Lakkundi.It is with the features the select

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CONTRIBUTIONS OF JAINISM TO KANNADA LITERATURE

The history of kannada language is very vast, varied and encompasses a variety of genres. The
transformation of written language into expressive discourse in kannada literature was achicved by
Jjaina writers, trained in Prakrit and Sanskrit .Jain writers played a major role in the cosmopolitan
vernacular transformation of kannada literature .In the process, they also wrote both religious and
non-religious works. They raised kannada to become an excellent literary language on par with
Prakrit and Sanskrit and empowered kannada language .Thus Jaina writers were pioneers to herald
kannada literature .They inaugurated kannada literary texts in all ,genres from poetry to poetics, from
grammar to prosody .Jains were the earliest to promote and popularize manuscripts .They were
champions in copying and recopying on palm leaves and preserving carefully .They were masters in

maintaining the strutabhandaras or libraries .They were known for painting on palm leaves.

The overall prominence of poetry, poetics and polity is well highlighted. For instance, the
msightful discussion and extensive critique of the KavirajMarga way of the king of poets is the first of
its kind. The periods of Jains in the literary fields may be called the Augustan Age of kannada

literature . The Kavirajmarg mentions names of some important prose and verse writers.

The study of the history of Jainism during the rule of Chalukyas of Kalyana will be
incomplete without a detailed reference made to the Jain contributions Kavirajamarga which belonged
to 9" C.A.D. No literary work in Kannada of the period from 450 A.D. to 850 A.D. has come to light.
Most of the early Kannada works are the contribution of Jain poets who became the gems of literature

for instance, Pampa, Ponna,Ranna.

The Jain writers studied and used Prakrit and Sanskrit in the South for writing religious books.
These writers like Kundakunda, Vattakera, Sivai’ya. Umasvati, Samantabhadra. Siddhasena.
Akalanka, Virasena, Jinasena contributed much to the Jain literature who inspired the Kannada
writers. The Jain poets were pioneers in Kannada literature because though they were well- versed in
